The Need How it Works 
Donors support the volunteer service of  

a Safe Harbor resident(s), contributing a 

set dollar amount of their choosing, per 

volunteer hour.

Our Mission 

For example, if Beth volunteers a total 

of 500 hours this year, and a donor 

pledged to support $2 for every hour 

she volunteers, it will generate a 

$1,000 tax deductible donation that 

benefits the Safe Harbor group 

homes, including the one where    

Beth lives.  
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
